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Reason: We must not use the article "a" before the words breakfast, lunch,
dinner when we speak in a general sense.

l I am having coffee daily in the morning. (wrong)
I have coffee daily in the morning. (correct)
Reason: We must use the first form of the verb when we speak about daily
actions and not the continuous form of the verb.

l I can able to cook. (wrong)
I can cook. (correct)
Reason: We must not use "able to" when we use the word "can" in a sentence.

l I used more sugar to prepare this sweet. (wrong)
I used a lot of sugar to prepare this sweet. (correct)
Reason:We must use the word "more" only when we compare two things.
