Individually 
and collectively, they represent a trap being 
set for human species, a trap we are setting 
ourselves in, with advancement of science 
and technology on one hand and 
derailment of human ethical values in the 
application of science & technology on the 
other. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 Here then comes the issue of ethical 
concerns. Ethical values, incidentally, have 
not been able to keep pace with the 
explosive development of science and 
technology. Thus, there is an important 
need to generate ethical guidelines in our 
scientific research based on age-old 
spiritual wisdom, especially in the field of 
bio-engineering and biotechnology. A 
balanced approach between scientific 
temper and spiritual values should be 
ensured. Although, there have been several 
attempts preserving world natural/biotic 
ecosystems and maintaining world-peace 
by religious leaders, scientific community 
and political groups, progress towards such 
attempts shall remain a dream if a 
cooperative effort of science, spirituality 
and human organisations does not take 
place.
