1. Andhra Pradesh Open School with a Difference

1.1 Introduction

1.1.1 A.P. Open School Society provides best educational opportunities to the

learners who wish to study for better future.  The Mission of Open School is

to provide education to all with special concern for girls, rural youth,

working men and women, SCs, STs, CwSN and others who for one reason

or other could not continue their education up to Class XII with the formal

system. It is offering SSC course from the year 2008-09 through recognized

Accredited Institutions (AIs) and commonly known as Study Centres under

the control of the District Educational Officers.  The certificate issued by

APOSS is equivalent to the SSC Pass certificate issued by the Board of

Secondary Education (SSC Board), Government of Andhra Pradesh and

this is valid for the purpose of higher education and employment as per

G.O.Rt.No. 723, School Education (Budget - SSA) Department dt.27-09-

2008, Govt. of A.P.

1.2 Features and Flexibilities

1.2.1 Age Limit : The minimum age is 14 years completed as on 31st August of

the year of admission. There is no upper age limit for admission.

1.2.2 Medium of Instruction: Can select any one of the mediums out of Telugu,

Urdu, English and Oriya.

1.2.3 Choice of Subjects: Can choose any five subjects from the Group lists of

subjects in Scheme of Studies.

1.2.4 Additional Subject: The learner has the option to select one additional

subject (sixth) at the time of admission as per requirement.

1.2.5 Duration of the Course: One year.

1.2.6 Validity of Admission: Five Years.  Nine Examination chances with in  five

years from Admission.

1.2.7 Comprehensive Evolution: The learners can know their progress from

time to time through tutor marked assigments and preparatory

examinations.
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1.2.8 Flexible Scheme of Examination: Public Examinations are held twice in

a year. Nine examination chances are given in five years. Every year Public

Examinations will be held in March/April and June/July.

1.3 Learners studying SSC in the current academic year or already passed

SSC are not eligible for admission

1.3.1 Learners who have already passed / studying SSC in other Boards in the

current academic year are not eligible to join in SSC course of APOSS. If

learners joined and passed SSC from APOSS supressing the above

information, such learners pass certificates will be cancelled without any

notice and legal action will be taken.

1.3.2 If any learner secure admission with D.O.B. certificate claiming that he has

never studied and if found that he secured admission, suppressing the his

previous school study hiding record sheet / T.C. with a malfied intension to

change his DOB, such admission / Pass certificates if issued will be cancelled

without any notice.

1.3.3 If any allegations received to this office that the leaner is having Dual dates

of birth from the recruiting Authorities (Army, Navy, Airfore, BSF, etc.) /

UIDAI their Pass Certificate and Admission will be cancelled without any

prior notice.
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2. Scheme of Studies

2.1 Scheme of Studies

2.1.1  The Scheme of Studies is shown in the following Table. For obtaining an

SSC pass certificate, the learner is required to pass in a minimum of five

subjects. One or two languages from Group ‘A’, and three or four subjects

from Group ‘B’ (Non-Languages) totaling five subjects.

  2.1.2 The learner is free to take one additional subject (sixth) either from Groups

A or B.

2.1.6 To conduct Public Examinations in any subject there should be at least 50

learners enrolled in that particular subject. If the registered learners in

any of the subjects are less than 50, examination in that subject will not be

held in that year. After completion of the admission process the learners

who opted unviable subject will be transferred to change to another subject

in stipulated time. If the learner could not change subject during the

stipulated time the subject stands cancelled.

2.1.7 Andhra Pradesh State Skill Development Corporation is offering various

courses and issuing various certificates in skill courses.   The APOSS is not

offering Vocational Courses due to low enrollment in Vocational Courses.

2.2 Selection of Subjects

2.2.1 On successful completion of SSC, if leaner wish to study higher courses

viz., Intermediate/ Polytechnic and other courses the learner should opt

for the following subjects:

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3.  Admissions

3.1 Instructions for Admission

3.1.1 Go to APOSS website https://apopenschool.ap.gov.in, download and print

the model application cum Prospectus.

3.1.2 Read all the instructions carefully and satisfy the eligibility criteria i.e.,

educational qualifications, Minimum Age etc., conditions. Fill the model

copy of application first for better understanding of the details to be filled.

3.1.3 Select the Accredited Institution (Study Centre) from the list of AIs’ provided

at the A.P. Open School website. Learner can select his/her choice of

Accredited Institution where he/she wishes to take admission and attend

Personal Contact Programme (PCP) for 30 days.

3.1.4 Minimum enrolment in each of the AI Centre for SSC 20. If any of the A.I.

Centre enrolls less than 20 learners, the learners of that A.I. centre shall be

shifted/adjusted to the nearest viable A.I centre. The learners of such

unviable AI Centre shall have to attend personal Contact Programme

Classes in the newly allotted A.I. centre. No correspondence in such matters

shall be entertained by APOSS.

3.1.5 All stages of application submission, fee payment and admission

confirmation will be done through ONLINE only. No other procedure is

allowed in this regard.

3.2 Registration Procedure

3.2.1 All the stages of application for admission can be processed in person,

Village / Ward Secretariat or through any APONLINE center.

3.2.2 For Registration into a Course, go to website https://

apopenschool.ap.gov.in. Click on the “Registration” Button and select SSC

Course. Then enter Learner’s Mobile Number, Full Name, Gender, Date of

Birth and Father Name, then click on “Submit”. After successful submission,

pay the Registration fee through Payment Gateway/AP ONLINE. Then

learners shall get Registration No. with details through SMS to complete

the further process of application submission and Admission fee payment.

3.2.3 Phone number will be accepted only one time for payment of Registration

fee.
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3.2.4 Mere payment of Registration fee does not give any guarantee of

confirmation of Admission/seat. The Admission is confirmed only

after fulfillment of all other conditions.

3.3 Submission of  ONLINE Application

3.3.1 After receiving the Registration Number, go to website https://

apopenschool.ap.gov.in click on Admission application and Enter

Registration No. and click on “Submit”. If the Registration No. is tallied,

ONLINE admission application will be displayed for the course registered.

3.3.2 Fill all the details correctly in the ONLINE application as detailed in the

Model Application and upload carefully the Photo, signature and scanned

proofs wherever required and verify carefully.

3.3.3 Verify all the details and if any corrections are to be made he can do so.  If

leaner satisfy and wishes to confirm the application, click on the “Confirm”

button and “Submit”.

3.3.4 Once the application is confirmed by the Learner, there is no provision to

make corrections under any circumstances. The Learner can take print

out of application whenever needed. To take print out of the application go

to website https://apopenschool.ap.gov.in and click on the button “Print

Application” and enter Registration No. The Application is displayed to take

copy of the application.

3.4 Confirmation of Application at Acceredated Institution (AI)

3.4.1 After confirmation of the application by the Learner, the Learner shall attend

at the AI Center concerned with a Print out of ON-LINE application with

one set of copies of the Certificates (Date of Birth, Educational Qualifications,

Caste Certificate, PH Certificate etc.) and all Original Certificates and

submit to the AI Coordinator for verification and confirmation of admission.

3.4.2 The AI Coordinator shall scrutinize the ON-LINE application with reference

to the Original Certificates and ON-LINE data available in the AI Logins. If

any corrections are to be made in the ONLINE application, the AI

Coordinator shall carryout corrections and shall confirm the application at

his/her level. The AI Coordinator may be reject the application if proper

documents / requirements were not submitted. The information of rejected
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application will be sent to the registered mobile of the candidate through

SMS. The Learner has to re-submit the application along with required

documents / requirements by logging with his registration number.

3.4.3 After confirmation of the application, the AI Coordinator shall keep in safe

custody, the printout of the application along with all copies of enclosures.

The original certificates can be returned to the learner.

3.4.4 The signed ONLINE print out copy of learners’ application will only be

accepted and other hand written application will not be accepted.

3.4.5 After confirmation at AI Coordinator level, Learner will get an SMS alert to

the registered mobile no. on confirmation of Admission with details of

subjects applied and payable admission fee.

3.5 Confirmation of Application at District/State Level and Procedure

for  Admission Fee Payment

3.5.1 The Learners shall note that mere confirmation of application at A.I shall

not entail the Admission. Final confirmation of the admission has to be made

by the District/State authorities duly verifying all the details and certificates

submitted by the Learner.

3.5.2 The District/State authorities have the right either to correct the details of

the learner as per the certificates submitted and to confirm or to cancel

the admission without prior notice.  If found any irregularities / incorrectness

/ insufficient / false details of the certificates submitted the application will

be rejected.

3.5.3 An ‘SMS’ alert will be sent to the learner’s mobile after confirmation of the

admission with fee details.

3.5.4 Later the Learner can pay the admission fee through payment gateway

link provided in the website / APT ONLINE. Go to https://

apopenschool.ap.gov.in website and click on “Pay Admission Fee”. Click

on the link and enter the Registration No. Then pay the admission fee.

3.5.5 On successful payment of Admission fee, the Learner will get SMS alert to

his Mobile No. with fee payment details, subjects opted, Medium and

Admission No. etc.
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3.5.6 The Learners shall note that Admission fees will be collected based on

Aadhar number.  Another application will not be accepted again on same

Aadhar number.

3.5.7 In case of rejection of application an SMS will be sent to learners mobile

with reasons. Then learners have to consult the A.I. Coordinator with all

relevant documents.

3.5.8 The A.I. Coordinator concerned will verify the application, carryout

corrections, upload necessary documents and confirm the details. Later

District / State committee will verify once again, after satisfaction confirm

the application. Later Learners will pay admission fee.

3.5.9 If any admission is rejected on any reason, the fee paid shall not be refunded

or adjusted to other applicants under any circumstances. The learners will

be held responsible for proper submission of application along with

enclosures.

3.6 Choosing the AI Center

3.6.1 The admissions in an AI Center are limited to the sanctioned strength only.

Admissions made more than the sanctioned strength shall not be permitted

under any circumstances.

3.6.2 The number of admissions in an AI Center will be counted by default and

automatically stopped when it reached the sanctioned strength.

3.6.3 At the stage of online submission of application by the Learner, if the

admissions are closed in the AI Center selected, a message will be displayed

accordingly and suggest to choose another center. The Learner shall select

another available AI Center for completion of application process and

follow further steps as specified.

3.6.4 At the stage of application confirmation at AI Coordinator level, if the

admissions are completed for the AI Center, a message will be displayed.

3.6.5 If the learner wishes to change the A.I Centre, go to https://

apopenschool.ap.gov.in website and click on the link ‘Change the A.I

Centre” and enter “Registration Number”. Learner can change the A.I

Centre and then the application shall be transferred to the new A.I Centre.

The learner has to go to the new A.I Centre for admission confirmation.
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3.6.6 The Change of AI Centre provision will only be given to those learners who

could not get admission confirmation/fee payment due to non availability

of admissions in the A.I. This facility is not available to other learners.

3.6.7 If learner wishes to cancel their ‘Application Registration’ before payment

of admission fee they can do so by clicking on the link “Cancel Registration/

Application”. In such case Registration fee will not be refunded.

(iii) The learner has to enter the same Date of Birth as recorded in T.C /

Record Sheet / Date of Birth Certificate in the admission application.

If wrongly entered, the APOSS shall not accept any changes in Date

of Birth at any circumstances and not take any responsibilities.

(iv) If any learner admitted hiding the information of School Study and

submitted Date of Birth Certificate instead of the Transfer Certificate

/ Record Sheet, his/her admission will be cancelled whenever it comes

to the notice of A.P. Open School. The Pass Certificates if issued to the

leaner will be cancelled.

(v) Integrated Community Certificate will not be considered for Date of

Birth.

3.7.2 Educational Qualifications:  1) If the learner studied in any school, the

Transfer Certificate / Record Sheet is sufficient to be submitted or if the

learner is never admitted in any school a self declaration that he / she has

sufficient knowledge and  capable of studying class X, will have to be

submitted with the online application.

2) Learners who studied in foreign countries and seek admission in APOSS

SSC course shall have submit all certificates to the Director, APOSS, Guntur

directly.  Not apply for admission in online.

3.7.3 Admission Fee Concession:

All categories of women, SC, ST, BC, Minority Categoris, PH, Transgender,

Ex-Servicemen are eligible for fee concession.

(i) If the learner belongs to SC, ST or BC he/she has to furnish the Caste

Certificate / Integrated Certificate covering Community, Age, Nativity

and Residence issued by not below the rank of Tahasildar / RDO for

claiming fee concession. T.C. will not be accepted as proof of Caste

Certificate.

(ii) In case of Transgender the certificate issued by Competent Authorities

mentioned in Government Orders has to be submitted for fee

concession.

(iii) If the learner belongs to Persons with Disabilities (CwSN), Certificate

issued by the Competent Authorities mentioned in Government Orders

has to be submitted for fee/subject concessions. Disability percentage

should be equal or more than 40%.
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(iv) If the learner belongs to Ex-Servicemen the Certificate issued by the

District Sainik Welfare Officer for claiming fee concession.

(v) Learners belonging to Minority Categories should provide self

declaration in online admission application.

(vi) Fee concession is not allowed if required documents are not uploaded

/ improper documents uploaded / uploaded blured documents. Such

learners have to pay fee, otherwise their admissions stands cancelled.

3.8 Transfer of Credits (TOC)

3.8.1 The Learners from other recognized Boards of Secondary Education, who

have failled in SSC but passed in some subjects may avail the facility of

TOC upto a maximum of two passed subjects that are being offered by

APOSS. The list of recognised boards is given in 3.15.

3.8.2 The credits can be transferred to maximum of two passed subjects, provided

these subjects were passed with 35% marks during the last five years i.e.

March 2021 or later provided these subjects and media opted for TOC

shall be same and available in A.P. Open School scheme of examination.

3.8.3 i) The Marks of the subjects claimed under Transfer of Credit (TOC)

have to be entered in the ONLINE application.

ii) The learners shall submit full details of the required TOC subjects

and marks obtained at the time of admission duly uploading the failed

marks sheet issued by the board concerned should be attested by

Gazetted Officer along with ON-LINE admission application. The failed

Memos submitted at a later stage shall not be considered for TOC.

3.8.4 The requisite fee of Rs.150/- per subject for Transfer of Credits shall be

paid along with admission fee.

3.8.5 If claimed TOC by submitting false Memo of Marks, the TOC benefit will

not be extended and fee paid will not be refunded.

3.9 Selection of Additional Subject

3.9.1 The learner can opt for one more subject as additional / 6th subject at the

time of admission. For opting additional subject, the learner has to pay Rs.

150/- along with admission fee.
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3.9.2 The confirmation of Additional subject will be decided as per APOSS rules.

If the additional subject option is rejected, fee will not be refunded.

3.9.3 The request for additional subject will not be entertained after admission.

3.10 Change of Subject

3.10.1 If the learner needs to change any subject / subjects in the year of admission,

such request for change of subject will only be allowed before the

completion of 6 PCPs.

3.10.2 For change of subject/s, the learner has to pay Rs. 150/- for each subject

by way of Demand Draft in favour of the Director, A.P. Open School Society,

Guntur along with written request of application through the AI Coordinator.

3.10.3 The confirmation of Change of subject will be decided as per APOSS rules.

If the change of subject option is rejected, fee will not be refunded.

3.10.4 The request for change of subject will only be allowed before the completion

of 6 PCPs and not allowed in the subsequent years.

3.11 Instructions for filling Admission Application form

3.11.1 Aadhar Number : Learner has to enter correct Aadhar Number in the

application. One Aadhar number is only allowed for one application.

Learners need to enter exact Aadhar number as it is linked to Digilocker.

3.11.2 Mobile Number : Learner has to enter correct Mobile Number in the

application. One Mobile number is only allowed for one application.

3.11.3 Accredited Institution (A.I) : Learner has to select one A.I Centre listed

by A.P. Open School and enter the AI Code and Name in the admission

application.

3.11.4 Candidate’s Name : At the time of admission learner has to enter full

name including Sur Name as recorded in T.C/ Record Sheet/Date of Birth

Certificate. If the learner is a married woman, the Sur Name of Father

Mother has to be entered in the admission form. They should not enter

Husband’s name or Husband Sur Name.
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3.11.5 Father’s Name : At the time of admission learner has to enter Father’s

Name as recorded in T.C/ Record Sheet/Date of Birth Certificate. Even

married woman should enter Father’s Name only and not Husband’s Name.

3.11.6 Mother’s Name : At the time of admission learner has to enter Mother’s

Name as recorded in T.C/ Record Sheet/Date of Birth Certificate with

complete Sur Name. If Mother’s Name is not recorded in the above

certificates then learners have to enter Mother’s Name with sufficient care

and without mistakes.

3.11.7 Candidate’s Photo and Signature : Learner has to upload

latest and clear Passport size colour Photo along with

Signature. The photo must be pasted on a white paper and

signed below the photograph. Both photo and signature must

be uploaded as a single image in the ONLINE application.

The signature should not be made on the photograph.

Admission will be rejected if there is no photograph and signature below

the photograph. Girls / Women should sign with their father's

surname.

3.11.8 Guardian Name : If the learner is under the care of Guardian and wishes

to enter Guardian’s Name then he/she has to upload/submit concerned

certificate issued by competent authority/certificate issued by Women and

Child and Welfare Department.

3.11.9 Sex : Male/Female/Transgender column has to be entered in the

application. In case of Transgender the certificate issued by Competent

Authorities mentioned in Government Orders has to be uploaded/

submitted along with application.

3.11.10 Marital Status : Married/Un-married status has to be entered in the

application.

3.11.11 Date of Birth : At the time of admission learner has to enter correct Date

of Birth as recorded in T.C. / Record Sheet/Date of Birth certificate and

upload/submit the concerned original document. Uploading xerox copies

are not allowed. Corrections in DOB are not entertained at later stage, hence

carefully enter DOB.

3.11.12 Community Details : Except ‘OC’ category all other categories claiming

fee concession have to enter their Caste as per Caste certificate issued by

competent authority and upload/submit the original document.
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3.11.13 CwSN Candidates : PH category Learners have to upload/submit the

original PH Certificate issued by the Competent Authorities mentioned in

Government Orders. Those candidates who are admited as General

candidates are not permitted to convert to PH category after issue of Hall

tickets. PH Certificate issued after the date of adimission shall not be

considered.

3.11.14 Ex-Service Men : Ex-Servicemen have to upload/submit the Certificate

issued by the District Sainik Welfare Board.

3.11.15 Minority Categories : Learners belonging to Minority Categories should

provide self declaration in online admission application.

3.11.16 Identification Marks : Two visible Identification marks have to be entered

in the application. These two moles be visible on the outer parts of the

body to the extent possible.

3.11.17 Previous Educational Qualifications : If the learners have studied in

any school, the details of previous education qualifications have to be

recorded in the application. In case of never enrolled learners, the self

declaration has to be submitted along with application stating that he/she

is capable of studying X Class.

3.11.18 Transfer of Credit : If claiming TOC, the passed subject details have to be

entered and upload/submit failed memo which should be attested by

Gazetted Officer.

3.11.19 Selection of Subjects : Learners have to select one or two subjects from

Group-A and Three or Four from Group-B totaling five subjects.

3.11.20 Selection of Additional Subject : Learners may select One additional

subject as sixth subject from Group-A or Group-B at the time of admission

only.

3.11.21 Medium : Learners have to select their choice of medium of study from

the list available in the application.

3.11.22 Address for Correspondence : Learners have to enter their address in

the following order : Student Name, Student's Father Name, Door No, Street

Name, Village/Town, Mandal, District, Pin Code and Cell Number. Text

books/Learning material, Pass Certificate and Migration-cum-TC will be

sent to this address.
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3.11.23 Learners have to upload Photo, Signature and documents each in 100 Kb

size. Learners will have to take responsibility for rejected admissions for

want of unclear uploads.

3.12.3 Late Fee : During the stipulated period of late fee, late fee is to be paid as

per given schedule in addition to the admission fee.

3.12.4 Fee once paid shall not be refunded or adjusted under any Circumstances.

3.13 Cancellation of Admission

3.13.1 The admission will be cancelled in any stage even after payment of

registration fee and admission fee on the following reasons:

i. If the minimum age criteria is not fulfilled,

ii. If not fulfilled prescribed eligibility criteria,

iii. If the admission form is incomplete,

iv. If required amount of fee is not paid.

v. If the supporting documents are not completely submitted.

vi. If documents enclosed are false,
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vii. If incorrect or wrong information is given,

viii. If not followed / fulfilled the rules / guidelines issued from time to

time.

ix. If uploaded scanned Xerox copies

x. If uploaded documents are not clear.

xi. Short Memos are valid for six months/till the issue of Pass certificates.

If uploaded invalid short memos instead of pass certificates as

detailed above.

xii. If learners have taken more than one admission in different AI centres,

such additional admission has to be get cancelled by taking written

permission before payment of examination fee. If examination fee is

paid for different admissions to the same candidate all such admissions

will be cancelled.

3.13.2 The Admission once cancelled will not be re-considered and also the fee

paid will not be refunded under any circumstances. In case of submission

of false documents / false information, the suitable action will also be

initiated against all the concerned as per rules. If pass certificate is issued

to such learners it will be cancelled without notice.

3.14 Services and Information provided by Accredited Institution

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viii. Accept application for change of subject(s) and forward the same to

the Director, A.P. Open School Society.

ix. Informing the dates of conduct of PCPs, payment of fees, examination

Time Table, Hall Ticket and other important information.

x. Display of results of Public Examinations.

xi. Guide the learners for making corrections in the admission data, Hall

Tickets and Pass certificates from time to time as specified by APOSS.

xii. Correspondence with the O/o the DEO and O/o the Director, APOSS.

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entertained normally and on technical ground only. The photo already

uploaded at the time of admission will be accepted for limited extend

upto one year only.

(x) The pass certificate will be cancelled without any prior notice, if any

unauthorised corrections done on the pass certificate.

5.12 Procedure for obtaining Duplicate Pass Certificates

5.12.1 Prescribed application form for obtaining duplicate Pass Certificate and

Migration cum Transfer Certificate is made available in the website: https:/

/apopenschool.ap.gov.in  and also they can get the application from the AI

Coordinator. The filled in application, affixing signed passport size photo

duly attested by the AI Coordinator shall be submitted to the Director,

A.P.Open School Society, Guntur.

5.12.2 The following documents should be submitted along with  D.D. and

application

(i) Certificate issued by the police department stating that the certificate

is lost by the candidate and beyond recovery.

(ii) Affidavit on Rs.100/- stamp paper certified by the Notary.

(iii) DD for Rs.1,000/- towards fee for issue of Duplicate Pass Certificate,

Rs.500/- DD for Duplicate Migration cum Transfer Certificate

each drawn in favour of the Director, A.P. Open School Society,

payable at Guntur.

5.12.3 i) After the issue of duplicate certificates once and for obtaining

duplicate pass certificate/ Migration cum T.C. subsequently the

applicant has to pay an additional fee of Rs. 1,000/- more than the

previous fee payment.

For example:-

v For obtaining Duplicate Pass Certificate second time :

The amount of fee paid first time is Rs.1,000/- + Rs.1,000/- = Rs.2,000/-

v For obtaining Duplicate Pass Certificate third time :
